window curtain to draw on a rod, a brass v/ood grate and 
dogs, a tyn fender belows and brush, a pair of brass broken 
tongs, a stone basson and pott.

A bedstead with mahogony feet posts and blew stuff damask
furniture, a feather bed, bolster, 2 pillows three blanketts 
a matrass a callico quilt, 2 damask window curtains and 
rod, a cotten window curtain, a mahogony pembrooke 
table, a wallnutt buroe table, a swing glass and wallnut 
frame, 6 wallnut chairs stuffed seats an armd chair and 
cotten case, a candle stand, a steel grate and brush.
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DRESSING ROOM ADJOYNIKG.

A wallnutt couch with hair squab &., 3 pillows coverd with 

green damask and check cases, a wallnut double chest of 

draws, a wallnut corner cubboard, 2 wallnut chairs stuffd
seats a mahogony night table, a ditto corner chair with a 
necessary stool, a window curtain and rod, a frame with
shell work glazed.
WHITE BED CHAMBER ADJOYNIHG.

A bedstead white dimity furniture, a feather bed and
bolster, a matrass, 3 blanketts, a callico quilt, 2 dimity 
window curtains and rod, a wallnut night table and stool 
pan broke, 2 back stools coverd with damask and check 
covers, a black table.

wallnut chest of draws, 4 chairs and an armd chair, an 
easy chair with cushion and check case, a chimney glass in 
3 plates gilt frame, an ovall glass gilt frame, a glass in a
swing frame, a steel grate, a small tray, 2 carv'd and gilt 
bracketts, a candlestand, a pembroke table, 13 prints 
framed and glaz'd, a fan mount in a carv'd & gilt frame.

2 compass side lanthorns (one glass broke) and a 

mahogony 8 legg table, 2 mahogony stools.

carpet to the floor a pair steel dogs, a wyer molding fender,

2 pair double brass branches, 3 pair crimson silk damask

window curtains on brass rods.
